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Biographical / Historical

John G. Hanhardt (born 1945, Rochester, NY) is a curator, art historian, author, and academic, focusing on film and
media arts in the twentieth and twenty-first centuries.

In a career spanning more than five decades, the exhibitions organized by Hanhardt— as well as his writings,
academic activities, and involvement in professional societies—progressed the establishment of film and the media
arts as a prominent medium within the context of the contemporary art museum.

Hanhardt maintained long term relationships with a vast array of artists, art venues, and media art personages,
developing his legacy as a preeminent collector of ephemera and archival material documenting the history of the
media arts. He is widely regarded as one of the foremost scholars and curators of Nam June Paik, with whom he
shared a close relationship until the artists' death in 2006.

After graduating from the University of Rochester in 1967, Hanhardt received his Masters degree from New York
University's Department of Cinema Studies in 1970, completing additional graduate work after the completion of
his Master's degree. Hanhardt began his curatorial career as a Curatorial Intern at the Museum of Modern Art from
1970-1972, in the Department of Film. Under the direction of Willard Van Dyke, Hanhardt established the MoMA
documentary film series "What's Happening?," and developed exhibitions and programming initiatives within the
department.

From 1972-1974, Hanhardt was the Film Coordinator at the Walker Art Center, in Minneapolis, Minnesota, where
he established the museum's Film Department and Film Study Collection, in addition to curating the exhibition
program and Visiting Filmmaker's Series, which included artists such as Ken Jacobs, Tony Conrad, Jonas Mekas,
and Barry Gerson.

In 1974, Hanhardt began his tenure as the Curator of Film and Video and Film and Video Department Head at the
Whitney Museum of American Art, a position he held until 1996. At the Whitney, Hanhardt directed all aspects of
the operation of the Film and Video Department and curated major exhibitions including, "Re-Visions: Projects and
Proposals in Film and Video" (1979); "Nam June Paik" (1982); ; "The Films of Andy Warhol" (1988); "Video Art:
Expanded Forms" (1988); "Yoko Ono: Films" (1989); "Image World: Art and Media Culture” (1989-90); and "Robert
Frank: Moving Out" (1995), as well as curating the film and video selections for the 1975, 1977, 1979, 1981, 1983,
1985, 1987, 1989, 1991, 1993, and 1995 Whitney Biennials.

In his time at the Whitney, Hanhardt was responsible for programming The New American Film and Video
[Filmmakers] Series, which presented a yearly forty week program of recent and historical works by independent
film and video artists. Hanhardt organized retrospectives and new commissions from artists including Su Friedrich,
Jonas Mekas, St. Clair Bourne, Warren Sonbert, Nam June Paik, Yvonne Rainer, Gregory Markopolous, Theresa
Hak Kyung Cha, Gary Hill, Meredith Monk, Mary Lucier, Adrian Piper, Bill Viola, Francesc Torres, Dara Birnbaum,
Eleanor Antin, Joan Jonas, and Chip Lord, amongst many others.

During his time at the Whitney, Hanhardt established and developed the Andy Warhol Film Project, a cross-
institutional initiative between the Whitney Museum and the Museum of Modern Art to exhibit and preserve the films
of Andy Warhol.

Following his departure from the Whitney in 1996, Hanhardt acted as the Senior Curator of Film and Media Arts
at the Guggenheim Museum, organizing exhibitions, programming and managing acquisitions at the museum'’s
locations in New York (including the Soho Guggenheim), Bilbao, Venice and Berlin. Hanhardt was responsible

for the curation of major exhibitions including, "Bill Viola: Fire, Water, Breath" (1997); "Rooms With a View:
Environments for Video" (1997); The Art of Fabrizio Plessi (1998); "The Worlds of Nam June Paik," which traveled
from the Solomon R. Guggenheim Museum in New York to the Guggenheim Bilbao and the Ho-Am Art Galleries
in Seoul (2000-2002); "Bill Viola: Going Forth by Day" (2002); "Tom Sachs Nutsy's" (2003); and "Nam June Paik:
Global Groove 2004." (2004)
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At the Guggenheim, Hanhardt also developed regular film and video programming for the Peter B. Lewis Theater,
and commissioned projects including Shu Lea Cheang's "Brandon."

In 2006, Hanhardt departed the Guggenheim for a position as Consulting Senior Curator for Media Arts and

The Nam June Paik Media Arts Center at the Smithsonian American Art Museum, where he was the curator of
exhibitions including "Watch This! New Directions in the Art of the Moving Image" (2011); and "Nam June Paik:
Global Visionary" (2013.) At the Smithsonian, Hanhardt furthered the long term commitment to the preservation of
film and media art histories through the development of the Nam June Paik Archive at the Smithsonian.

In addition to his curatorial work, Hanhardt was heavily involved in arts organizations, and served in advising
and consulting capacities at institutions throughout his career, including the American Center, Paris, American
Federation of Arts, Bohen Foundation, Electronic Arts Intermix, MacDowell Colony, Madison Square Park
Conservancy, Nam June Paik Museum, Korea, National Endowment for the Arts/Humanities, Rockefeller
Foundation, and Soho Television, amongst other venues.

Hanhardt has lectured extensively on film and media art, at locations around the world. He has organized
numerous conferences and lecture series, and served as a judge and panelist for film festivals and juried
exhibitions.

Concurrent with his museum positions, Hanhardt held adjunct teaching positions at the Center for Curatorial
Studies at Bard College, Columbia University, Harvard University, the School of the Art Institute of Chicago, the
Rhode Island School of Design, Middlebury College, and Williams College.

As a writer, critic, and editor, Hanhardt has been a contributor to numerous exhibition catalogs, journals, and other
arts publications.

Scope and Contents

The I.B Whitney Museum Correspondence, Incoming (Chronological) subseries comprises incoming internal
and external correspondence sent to Hanhardt and the Whitney Film and Video Department, organized by date.

The I.C Whitney Museum Correspondence, Outgoing (Chronological) subseries consists of outgoing
correspondence sent from Hanhardt and the Whitney Film and Video Department, organized by date.

The I.D Whitney Museum Correspondence,Undated subseries comprises outgoing and incoming
correspondence sent to and from Hanhardt and the Whitney Film and Video Department, organized by sender
name, where present.

The I.LE Whitney Museum Administrative Material subseries consists of internal documentation of Whitney
Museum activities, and the activities of the Film and Video Department, including schedules, press, meeting
minutes, promotional ephemera, and staffing and budget material.
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The I.F New American Filmmakers Series / New American Film and Video subseries comprises material
relating to the New American Filmmakers Series at the Whitney Museum, organized by exhibition / presentation.

The I.G Whitney Museum Exhibitions and Publications subseries contains material documenting exhibitions
curated by John Hanhardt at the Whitney Museum, as well as material for exhibition catalog essays and
contributions by John Hanhardt.

The I.H Whitney Museum Lecture Series, Conferences and Symposia subseries consists of material related to
lectures, conferences, symposia organized by John Hanhardt at the Whitney Museum.

The I.I The Film and Video Flyers Collected at the Whitney Museum subersies comprises collected posters,
exhibition announcements, flyers and other ephemera, whose collection was initiated by John Hanhardt while
heading the Film and Video Department at the Whitney Museum. This material was organized by venue and stored
in the Film and Video Department offices.

Series Il: Guggenheim Museum contains the records of Hanhardt's tenure as Curator of Film and Media Arts at
the Guggenheim Museum, from 1996-2006.

The II.LA Guggenheim Museum Correspondence (Alphabetical) subseries comprises incoming internal and
external correspondence sent to Hanhardt and the Guggenheim Film and Media Arts department, organized by
sender name.

The I1.B The Guggenheim Museum Correspondence (Chronological) subseries comprises incoming internal
and external correspondence sent to and from Hanhardt and the Guggenheim Film and Media Arts department,
organized by date.

The II.C The Guggenheim Administrative Material subseries consists of internal documentation of Guggenheim
Museum activities, and the activities of the Film and Media Arts Department, including schedules, press, meeting
minutes, promotional ephemera and staffing and budget material

The II.D: The Guggenheim Exhibitions, Events and Publications subseries contains material documenting
exhibitions curated by John Hanhardt at the Guggenheim Museum (including the Solomon R. Guggenheim
Museum, Guggenheim Bilbao, Deutsche Guggenheim, and Soho Guggenheim) as well as material for exhibition
catalog essays and contributions by John Hanhardt.

The II.E The Guggenheim Museum Lecture Series, Conferences and Symposia subseries consists of material
related to lectures, conferences, symposia organized by John Hanhardt at the Guggenheim Museum.

Series lll: Smithsonian American Art Museum contains the records of Hanhardt's tenure as Consulting Senior
Curator for Media Arts and The Nam June Paik Media Arts Center, at the Smithsonian American Art Museum, from
2006-2013.

The Ill.A The Smithsonian American Art Museum Correspondence (Chronological) subseries is comprised
of incoming internal and external correspondence sent to and from Hanhardt and the Smithsonian American Art
Museum Media Arts department and Nam June Paik Archive, organized by date.

The IIl.B The Smithsonian American Art Museum Administrative Material subseries consists of internal
documentation of Smithsonian American Art Museum Museum activities, and the activities of the Media Arts,
including schedules, press, meeting minutes, promotional ephemera and staffing and budget material. This series
also contains material relating to "American Art" magazine, Summer 2008 edition, guest edited by John Hanhardt

The 11l.C The Smithsonian American Art Museum Exhibitions and Publications subseries contains material
documenting exhibitions curated by John Hanhardt at the Smithsonian American Art Museum, as well as material
for exhibition catalog essays and contributions by John Hanhardt.

The IIl.D The Smithsonian American Art Museum Lecture Series, Conferences and Symposia subseries
consists of material related to lectures, conferences, symposia organized by John Hanhardt at the Smithsonian
American Art Museum.
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The Il.LE The Smithsonian American Art Museum, Nam June Paik Archive subseries contains materials related
to the development of the Nam June Paik Archive Collection at the Smithsonian American Art Museum. This
collection also contains photo print facsimiles and photocopied surrogates of items in the Nam June Paik Archive.

Series IV: Objects contains objects and multiples collected by John Hanhardt. It includes artist editions, original
artworks, framed items and other ephemera. It is organized by artist name, where applicable. Each item has been
assigned a unique identifier.

Series V: Artist Files includes correspondence, ephemera and promotional material from over 1000 artists,
produced and disseminated independently of John Hanhardt's institutional affiliations, and collected throughout his
career.

The V.A The Artist Files (Alphabetical) subseries contains files on artists in which four or more items of
correspondence, ephemera and promotional material was present in the archive. Folders are organized
alphabetically by artist surname.

The V.B The Artist Files (Alphabetical groups) subseries contains files on artists in which there were fewer than
four items of correspondence, ephemera and promotional material present in the archive. Folders are organized in
alphabetical groups by artist surname.

Series VI: Venue Files includes correspondence, ephemera and promotional material from over 700 venues,
including museum, galleries, film production companies, festivals, fairs, and events, produced and disseminated
independently of John Hanhardt's institutional affiliations, and collected throughout his career. This material is
separate from Subseries I.I: Film and Video Flyers Collected at the Whitney Museum in that Subseries I.| existed as
discrete files collected within the Whitney Film and Video Department, while items in Series VI were sent directly to
John Hanhardt and collected separately. There is overlap and duplication between these two series.

The VI.A The Venue Files (Alphabetical) subseries contains files on venues in which four or more items
of correspondence, ephemera and promotional material was present in the archive. Folders are organized
alphabetically by venue name.

The VI.B The Venue Files (Alphabetical groups) subseries contains files on venues in which there were fewer
than four items of correspondence, ephemera and promotional material present in the archive. Folders are
organized in alphabetical groups by venue name.

Series VII: Media and Photographs consists of collected media items (moving image and audio) that have been
separated from other archival material and cataloged individually. Each media item is assigned a unique identifier.
The series also contains photographic material, including 35mm slides and unique photo documentation.

The VII.A Media (Alphabetical by Creator) subseries contains media artworks and films, and is organized by artist
or director surname.

The VII.B Media (Alphabetical by title) subseries contains media items organized by title. This may include
recordings of events, compilations, home videos, or other instances in which a creator name is not directly
affiliated.

The VII.C 35mm Slide Presentations subseries contains groupings of 35mm slides organized by their original
slide carriage. These groups were often used to illustrate different lectures and presentations given by Hanhardt.
The identifiable agents are noted in each description.

The VII.D Francine Keery Photography subseries consists of photographic documentation solicited from the
photographer Francine Keery by John Hanhardt in 2010. Keery's photographs document exhibitions at the Whitney
Museum exhibitions and New American Filmmaker Series presentations organized by Hanhardt.

The VII.LE George Hirose Photography subseries contains photographic documentation solicited from the
photographer George Hirose by John Hanhardt in 2010. Hirose's photographs document the 1982 exhibition "Nam
June Paik," curated by Hanhardt at the Whitney Museum, as well as the events and programming surrounding the
exhibition.
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The VII.F Photographs subseries includes loose and unaffiliated photographs and groups of photographs from the
Hanhardt Archives. The identifiable agents are noted in each description.

Series VIII: Andy Warhol Film Project contains material relating to the Andy Warhol Film Project, a cross-
institutional initiative between the Whitney Museum and the Museum of Modern Art to exhibit and preserve the films
of Andy Warhol. Correspondence, administrative material, and material for the Whitney Museum exhibitions, "The
Films of Andy Warhol" (1988) and "Andy Warhol's Video and Television" (1991) are included.

Series IX: Advising and Consulting consists of material documenting John Hanhardt's professional affiliations
with institutions and organizations in an advising or consulting capacity, including board positions. The material is
organized by venue name.

Series X: Independent curatorial projects and exhibitions contains documentation of exhibitions and projects
curated by Hanhardt in venues other than the Whitney Museum, Guggenheim, or Smithsonian American Art
Museum. The material is organized chronologically by exhibition.

Series XlI: Juries, nominations and selection committees includes material related to juried
exhibitions,fellowship,or award committees in which Hanhardt served as an evaluator or nominator. The material is
organized chronologically.

Series XlI: Lectures, seminars, conferences and panels consists of documentation of lectures given by
Hanhardt at venues independent of his institutional affiliation. It also includes material related to panels,
professional conferences and educational seminars in which Hanhardt participated and presented. The material is
organized chronologically.

Series XllI: Writings and publications includes material relating to writings and publications written by John
Hanhardt, including contributions to journals and catalogues. It also includes material written about John Hanhardt,
including interviews and profiles, as well as written material by others collected by Hanhardt.

The XIII.A Writings and publications by or about John Hanhardt subseries contains drafts, revisions, notes and
correspondence relating to essays, journal contributions, interviews and other written material by John Hanhardt. It
also includes material relating to press material written about Hanhardt, including interviews and profiles.

The XIII.B Collected writings by others subseries consists of writings collected by John Hanhardt by other
curators, artists and scholars. It is organized alphabetically by surname or venue name.

Series XIV: Teaching Appointments includes material documenting Hanhardt's teaching positions at various
institutions. It is organized by institution name.

Series XV: MOMA Curatorial Internship documents Hanhardt's activities as a Curatorial Intern in the Department
of Film at the Museum of Modern Art, from 1970-1972.

Series XVI: Walker Art Center, Film Coordinator Position contains material related to Hanhardt's tenure as the
Film Coordinator at the Walker Art Center, from 1972-1974.

Series XVII: Undergraduate and Graduate Studies, University of Rochester and New York University
includes documentation of Hanhardt's undergraduate and graduate studies at the University of Rochester and New
York University.

Series XVIII: Administrative Material contains collected resumes, biographies and CV's on John Hanhardt. The
series also includes collected job descriptions, letters of recommendation, assorted research material, unaffiliated
handwritten notes and While You Were Out call slips, notebooks, and collected business cards, amongst other
assorted miscellaneous administrative material.

Series XIX: Periodicals includes assorted fragmentary selections of periodicals that were not accessioned into the
CCS Library and Special Collections.
